Want to know which bands are open to any area, this is one way to find out. I had some detailed correspondence with the FCC and the KH6WO (beacon) is NOW ALSO ON the 12, 17 and 30 meter bands. This aid to the study of HF propagation has been a boon to radio operators world wide. During the CQWW, early in the morning on 10 meters, only the KH6WO and the ZS6 beacons were loud. The KH6WO repeater has not had permission to operate on the WARC bands until now and we owe our gratitude to Bill Cross at the FCC for his help.

BETTER CONDX IN 2006


If you are not active and on the air because you think the Sun Spots are down and there is nothing to work, you're making a big mistake.  The bands are open all the time to some DX you need. You must work harder and longer because the openings are sometimes short, but the chase is the fun.  If you are a serious DXer you already know, BUT, there are several DXPeditions coming soon to very rare places. Did you know that MORE people have walked on the MOON than on Peter I island?  It is so.  And an expedition 3Y0X will be on all bands and modes in February.  And if that isn’t enough to motivate you a group is going to Glorioso TO5Gxx on March 17. If that doesn’t excite you, go to arrl.org and search DXCC to see what you are missing.  We should be close to the BOTTOM of this 11 year SUNSPOT cycle right now.  It is time to inspect and improve your station, or upgrade your license, get a better keyer, a new radio, a taller tower. 


If you prefer working locals, 7088 at 4 pm local finds a gaggle of KH6 talking about the local weather.   Doing that a few times per year will prove to you that you can expect short skip on 40 meters.   Or look into the USACA award. There are 3077 Counties in the USA and CQ Magazine has a beautiful award for working someone in all of them.
