BETTER CONDX IN 2007


Okay I LIED last January when I said “better condx in 2006.”  2006 had terrible condx BUT there was actually some new DX which could be worked from KH6.


If you are not active and on the air because you think the Sun Spots are down and there is nothing to work, you're making a big mistake.  The actual BOTTOM of the old cycle will occur in Feb 2007 and the new cycle is predicted to be as good as the ones that peaked in 1948 and 1959. They WERE WONDERFUL. The bands are open all the time to some DX you need. You must work harder and longer because the openings are sometimes short, but the chase is the fun.  If you are a serious DXer you already know, BUT, there are several DXPeditions coming soon to very rare places.  Last year I asked: “Did you know that MORE people have walked on the MOON than on Peter I island?”  Well the 3Y0X expedition set records for the number or people getting “a new country.”  I managed to work Libya, Mount Athos, and several other really difficult spots in 2006.  Right now there is a second DXpedition to VU7.  This one is guest DXers with both experience and good equipment.  Get these contacts which are only available every 10 or more years NOW while you can!  We ARE  close to the BOTTOM of this 11 year SUNSPOT cycle right now.  It is time to inspect and improve your station, or upgrade your license, get a better keyer, a new radio, a taller tower. 


If you prefer working locals, 7088 at 4 pm local finds a gaggle of KH6 talking about the local weather.   Doing that a few times per year will prove to you that you can expect short skip on 40 meters.   Or look into the USACA award. There are 3077 Counties in the USA and CQ Magazine has a beautiful award for working someone in all of them.  Intermediate awards for 500, 1000, 1500, 2000 and 2500 but the great looking one is for all 3077.


HARC will continue to support the growth of amateur radio in the Solomon Islands H4.  And the development of more radio amateurs in countries that need help. Your donations of working equipment and useful books for beginner hams are still welcome.  We sent a used TS950 to an active H44 ham. Listen for Margaret H44MK when the bands improve a bit.


And if you like politics, you really should be an active member of ARRL.


ARRL MEMBERSHIP is useful to you and can benefit HARC.  The ARRL will give credit to HARC for BOTH NEW and RENEWING ARRL Members who join/rejoin via HARC. This is a good time to work on your station and prepare for the next eleven year SUNSPOT cycle which started in 2006.   We have plenty of experts who will tell you what you need to do. Tets AH7C just put up a rotating ant for 80 meters. John K1ER is adding a 30 meter yagi at 90 ft.


It is important to recruit new radio amateurs. If you have friends who show interest in your station, encourage them! Tell them about the License Manuals and how to get on the air. 73 John K1ER
